Authority must prepare the Regional 

Aviation Strategic Plan by 2011

ÅThe Airport Authority is leading the RASP 

in partnership with SANDAG

ÅIt is the decision of each airport owner/operator, 

primarily the City and County of San Diego, 

whether to implement the strategies identified in 

the RASP



What is the RASP?

ÅRASP will identify strategies to improve 

regional airport system performance. The 

RASP will:

ïConsider each airportôs existing and future 

aviation capacity and resources

ïConsider a wide range of factors including 

financials, operations and stakeholder input

ïIdentify facilities to accommodate both air 

transportation and ground access system 

demand at airports in San Diego County and 

neighboring regions

improve surface transportation access to airports 

in San Diego County and neighboring regions

ÅSANDAG will incorporate information from the 

RASP and AMAP in the 2011 update to the 

Regional Transportation Plan (RTP)
